When community members gather at Burke Mountain on Monday March 27th to reminisce about the mountain’s 50 year history, they will also be supporting local charity Umbrella, an organization providing assistance to victims of domestic violence and families seeking child care. The event, scheduled to begin at 7:30 at the Tamarack Grill in the Sherburne Base Lodge, will feature a four course meal and a film retrospective of the mountain’s lively past.

“We were pleased to be invited to participate in this event” said Umbrella Executive Director Michelle Fay. “I think it underscores how both service providers and businesses are key components of a strong community, playing complementary roles.” Like Burke, Umbrella is celebrating a milestone this year as the organization marks its 30th anniversary. Originally intended to be a women’s health center, a community forum led the founders to focus on eradicating violence against women, namely sexual assault and domestic violence. The mission has expanded somewhat since that time to reflect the complex issues facing women and families. Umbrella now also hosts a child care resource and referral program in addition to supporting victims of domestic and sexual violence. “This kind of community support is especially important now as we work in earnest to establish housing options for battered women in a very uncertain funding climate” noted Fay. “The fact that Burke approached us with the offer instead of us making the pitch made it especially appreciated.”
